Fr. Matt’s Message
Our bones are dried up, our hope has gone; we are as good
as dead". In the last two Sundays we have been faced with
our thirst and our blindness - we heard the stories of the
woman at the well and the man born blind. Jesus promised
that the woman would no longer be thirsty and that the
blind man would be able to see. Today we hear an even
greater promise. Jesus promises us that even those parts of
our lives that seem dead can come to life once again. He
declares, "l am the Resurrection - those who believe in me
will never die."

Ours is a God who can bring new life out of dead, dry and
lifeless bones. The raising of Lazarus is a strong symbol of
the fact that the Lord can raise us up from anything, no
matter what it may be. The readings for this Fifth Sunday of
Lent are not speaking about an easy fix or pretending that
life is not very harsh at times. Today's Scripture readings
can reinforce, as strongly as possible, the belief that God
wants us to be fully alive and will be there to carry us
through the most difficult of times in life.

St. Paul tells us: "... you are not in the flesh; you are in the
Spirit, since the Spirit of God dwells in you." The Spirit given
to us and the Church is a source of that new life which God
wishes to bring to us. From Ezekiel, (37:11), “Yahweh said:
These bones are the whole House of Israel. They are saying
our bones are dried up, our hope has gone; we are as good
as dead." God brings life out of what seemed to be forever
dead.

We have been told that the glory of God is the human per-
son fully alive. Lent can be a time when we ask God to look
at those parts of our lives that are in danger of dying, or at
those parts of ourselves that are already dead. We ask the
Lord to bring to life anything within us that we may think
has died and will never come back to life. But first of all we
are asked to believe that God is above all a God of life, and
that God wishes us to be as fully alive as possible. Martha
said to Jesus, “Lord, if you had been here, my brother would
not have died. But even now | know that God will give you
whatever you ask of him."

It is to this kind of faith that we are called -- a faith that
trusts that God can bring life out of even the darkest of our
personal stories.
