Fr. MaƩ’s Message 
God Calling 
 
The last Ɵme I was driving across a dusty road in the Mid‐
west, I noƟced the words "wash me" wriƩen in the dust of 
a dirty car.  The car seems to have a voice of its own and is 
calling out to you to respond to its plea. Maybe your dirty 
dishes do the same thing; or that broken screen or leaky 
faucet, even the laundry and the dirty dishes. All are things 
calling out ‐ wash me, fix me, clean me, put me away. But, 
of course, none of them have a real voice. We don't actually 
hear any words, but their call is insistent, isn't it?  
 
Every day we are being called by things and by people and 
by God. It's here that we do well to develop an awareness 
of God's voice so that we don't keep missing the call. If your 
child is sick and needs you, you don't need any special sen‐
siƟvity to know you have to respond to that call. SomeƟmes 
God's voice is very loud. But not always.  
 
There are countless Ɵmes when we are in danger of missing 
a parƟcular call. When we are in the process of trying to 
discover the voice of God in our everyday lives, probably 
the first place to look is in the area of our relaƟonships. 
AŌer all, loving our neighbor is a primary commandment, 
and so we need to pay aƩenƟon to how God might be call‐
ing us through our relaƟonships with family, friends, and 
acquaintances.  
 
So how do we prepare ourselves to hear God in the midst 
of our someƟmes franƟc and hurried lives? Most likely the 
first thing we need to do is to simply become aware that 
each day is filled with God's voice. Once we admit that God 
is present in our day‐to‐day lives, then we will at least have 
the chance of hearing the divine call. Some parents place a 
disobedient child in a "Ɵme out" if the liƩle one hasn't been 
listening. Maybe we also would benefit from a short Ɵme 
out each day, for listening! 
 
AAA Thank you for listening as our parish joins our local 
church in the 2019 AAA.  I used to think AAA stood for the 
American Automobile AssociaƟon, but now I know it stands 
for the Archdiocesan Annual Appeal.  Our parish goal this 
year is $61,348.60 and I've already gone online and made 
my 1% donaƟon for $613.50.  I know that many of you have 
financial obligaƟons that we priests do not have,  
but please be as generous as you are able.  We all benefit 
from the monies raised by the AAA.

People know MHR as a place that proclaims and strives to 
live God's inclusive love, a place where together we sing 
and say and challenge ourselves to live that message, "All 
are welcome!"  I am grateful for any amount you can give.  I 
am always grateful for your support and generosity.  "I will 
show you my faith by my works" (James 2:18).
