Fr. MaƩ’s Message 
And Jesus said, “love your enemies, do good to those who 
hate you, bless those who curse you, pray for those who 
mistreat you” (Luke 6:27).  
 
Stop judging, stop condemning, be more forgiving, be more 
generous.  Today’s reading is one of the hardest teachings 
of Jesus to truly live out.  One of my seminary professors 
referred to this teaching as one of the reasons why some of 
his followers even turned away. 
 
It’s easy to love cute babies and love nice people – those 
who love us and those who are like us. But as Jesus says, 
"even sinners love those who love them." Our challenge is 
to love those we find irritaƟng and annoying, those with a 
different philosophy or religion or view of church, and those 
who have caused us injury or grief or pain. 
 
"Do to others as you would have them do to you." Loving 
both our enemies as well as our neighbors requires more 
than simply avoiding doing bad things to them.  Jesus chal‐
lenges his followers to an acƟve discipleship, in which we do 
good things for others, as we would like them to do for us.  
 
When we carry un‐forgiveness, hateful thoughts, or wishes 
for revenge in our hearts, then we are carrying a burden 
that ends up harming us in the long run. We will suffer from 
things like self‐pity, biƩerness, and anger, always ready to 
see what is wrong rather than what is right in our lives, in 
our relaƟonships, in our workplaces, and in our world. 
 
Psalm 103 reminds us that “The Lord is kind and merciful, 
slow to anger and abounding in kindness.”  Our prayer 
might be to grow more loving and forgiving as we give 
thanks for the Lord’s abundant kindness and mercy.  
 
And as the kindness of our parish flows out, we conƟnue to 
receive words of thanks from our brothers and sisters 
in Paradise, California.  Barbara writes on behalf of herself 
and her friends when she says, “Thank you for remember‐
ing our Camp fire vicƟms and for your generous donaƟons 
this past Christmas season.  We are so very grateful for your 
kindness and your prayers.  God bless you!” 
 
I will be in St. Louis this week in meeƟngs with my religious 
congregaƟon.
