Fr. Matt’s Message
Peter approached Jesus and said to him, "Lord, if my broth-
er (or sister) sins against me, how often must | forgive
them? As many of seven times?" Jesus answered, "l say to
you, not seven times but seventy-seven times" (Matthew
18:21-22)

The question Peter asks Jesus about the number of time
one must forgive another may well be our question! After
all, just how often should | be expected to forgive someone,
especially when they keep hurting me, or sinning against
me? The Law of Moses had stipulated that three times was
enough, and Peter is probably feeling pretty generous when
asking if seven times was sufficient. | would think that Je-
sus' response probably came as a shock to Peter and to
anyone else hearing him. Jesus is not giving Peter a lesson
in math but in mercy. The unconditional and forgiving love
of God is the example for all of Jesus' disciples, then and
now.

A message from Bill Dohar on his talk with our Centering
Prayer Ministry on Saturday, September 12th:

"I'm very much looking forward to being with you on Satur-
day, September 12, for "The Mary We Thought We Knew."
As the title hints at, there's a bit of mystery here: Mary
looms large in the Christian tradition, but we know so little
about who she actually was: as daughter, wife, mother.
Who *was* this person who gave the great "Yes" that
changed the course of human history?"

Professor Dohar is an Adjunct Associate Professor in the
Religious Studies Department at Santa Clara University and
a courtesy appointment to JST. His main areas of research,
publication, and teaching are medieval Christianity, popular
religion, the history of pastoral care, and Christian spiritual-
ity.
