Season of CreaƟon 
This week, ChrisƟans throughout the world begin our 
annual celebraƟon of the Season of CreaƟon (Sept. 1‐
Oct. 4). This year, unlike ever before, we are confronƟng 
the interrelated challenges of environmental crisis, insƟ‐
tuƟonalized racism and the COVID‐19 pandemic. Pope 
Francis suggests that the Spirit may be working uniquely 
through this trifecta. The addiƟon of COVID‐19 to the 
crises of Earth and relaƟonships has proven that every‐
one on Earth is inƟmately connected. This leads us to 
understand these three crises as intertwined pandemics 
that threaten us all and endanger our common future. 

Like the exile for Israel, COVID‐19 combined with climate 
change and our growing awareness of systemic racism 
may be a blessing in disguise offering us a graced, per‐
haps last, chance to change the course of our history. 
The evils facing us are global rather than personal. Our 
response must be tailored to the need. Whether we start 
by addressing health, racism or climate, the others will 
come along in the wake. 

It's Ɵme to open our eyes and ears so that we can as‐
sume our responsibility and speak in the name of God on 
behalf of creaƟon and the people of the Earth. This 
week, Ezekiel reminds us of our responsibility, and Jesus 
has promised to be with us in the process. The moment 
has come to remember that we are ChrisƟans, people 
bapƟzed to be prophets not blind, deaf and silent to the 
happenings in the world around us.
