Fr. MaƩ’s Message 
Look Busy  
 
I remember once seeing a bumper sƟcker about the Second 
Coming of Christ. It read this: Jesus is coming ‐ look busy! 
The popular wisdom here is that we have to be busy about 
many things if we want to be good followers of Jesus. And it 
seems that many of us have bought into this idea. But what 
happens when we are sheltered in place and when so many 
of the ministries and programs we were busily involved in 
are on hold.  If we aren’t busy, are we in danger of geƫng 
lost?   
 
In San Francisco we have been cauƟoned to move slowly 
and carefully and to not rush back to business (or busy‐
ness) as usual.  This has paid off in that we in our City have 
done a good job of flaƩening the curve and slowing the pro‐
gression of the coronavirus.  As the City conƟnues to open 
up, we out of extreme cauƟon, will conƟnue to move slowly 
in the reopening of our parish.  Mindful and cauƟous to 
maintain social distancing, we reach full capacity when we 
have about 70 people in the sanctuary.  This impacts the 
10:00 a.m. Mass only, which typically reaches this capaci‐
ty.  We have plenty of room at the other Masses so if you 
are not able to register for a place at the 10:00 Mass, this 
might provide an opportunity to aƩend another Mass on 
that parƟcular weekend. And of course we are sƟll live 
streaming the 10:00 a.m. Mass for those who are staying 
connected through that means.  
 
So back to my quesƟon, if we aren’t busy, are we in danger 
of geƫng lost? Many men and women involved in ChrisƟan 
ministry experience burnout. They are trying to get it all 
done, even if they have to sacrifice family, personal rela‐
Ɵonships, and, someƟmes, their own health in doing so. 
Instead of just looking busy, or being busy, when Jesus 
comes, our Gospel readings seem to say that it's important 
to be ready and to be prepared when Jesus comes. During 
this Ɵme when so many of our programs, ministries, and 
volunteer opportuniƟes are on hold, we are given an oppor‐
tunity to pause and reflect, to think about our works of 
mercy and the ways our faith is calling us to encounter 
Christ.   
 
As we enter into this final month of the Liturgical Year, our 
readings will conƟnue to speak of preparedness.  The wise 
person, according to the Gospels, is the man or woman who 
makes themselves ready by prayer, reflecƟon, self‐sacrifice 
to meet Christ whenever he comes into their lives. And 
Christ does come into our lives, maybe not so much through 
divine consolaƟons and revelaƟons. Christ comes through 
the community and, especially through those in our com‐
munity who are in some kind of need. As we meet those in 
need, we will be Christ meeƟng Christ.  
 
May God grant us all the wisdom we need to recognize Je‐
sus when he comes into our day to day lives.

ElecƟon Season ‐ A Ɵme to discern  
Throughout the Scriptures we read about community and po‐
liƟcal leaders.  We read from Isaiah the prophet about King 
Cyrus of Persia and how even though he was not a person of 
faith, he was called by God to liberate the Jewish people from 
Babylonian capƟvity (Is 45:1,4‐6).  One blessing of living in a 
democraƟc society is our individual call to elecƟng local and 
naƟonal leaders through faithful ciƟzenship.  This call puts the 
responsibility on us to prepare ourselves through prayerful 
discernment and acƟon.  How do we incorporate Gospel val‐
ues into civic life?  As we find ourselves in the midst of elec‐
Ɵon season our faith calls us to reflect on the values at stake 
and engage in respecƞul, thoughƞul discussions that might 
help to clarify our thinking about the common good of all ciƟ‐
zens.  We might read what the United States Conference of 
Catholic Bishops has to say about faithful ciƟzenship at 
www.usccb.org/issues‐and‐acƟon/faithful‐ciƟzenship/ 
 
It is very likely that no candidate will embody all of the issues 
you want to support.  Asses the candidates' posiƟons on all of 
the issues and prayerfully make the best decision your con‐
science prescribes.  Pray daily for all those seeking poliƟcal 
office and all who dedicate their lives to servant leadership.
