Bless Your Door on Epiphany 
The gospel tells us that the magi found Christ “on enter‐
ing the house”. The door to your home is a holy thresh‐
old. You can bless those who come in and go out by in‐
scribing above the door in chalk the first two numbers of 
the year + C + M + B + the last two numbers of the year. 
TradiƟon tells us that the leƩers stand for the names of 
the magi: Caspar, Melchior, Balthasar. Adolph Adam 
points out that it may also mean “Christus mansionem 
benedicat” or “may Christ bless this dwelling.”  
It is appropriate to bless your door in January – janua 
means “door” and the first month is the door to the new 
year.
