Fr. MaƩ’s Message 
"My soul proclaims the greatness of the Lord; my spirit re‐
joices in God my savior.” This is the refrain from the 1st 
chapter of Luke’s Gospel , which we use for the psalm re‐
sponse at Mass on this Gaudete Sunday. Life can be a valley 
of tears and for many the holiday season can be an over‐
whelming Ɵme.  Yet the church invites us to reflect upon the 
giŌ of joy.  Joy, not as a feeling, but as a way of being.  
 
This joy can be much deeper than any passing emoƟon. The 
joy St. Paul is speaking of when he says, “Rejoice always!  
Pray without ceasing.  In all circumstances give thanks …” (1 
Thess 5:16‐17), and the joy that we proclaim on this Gau‐
dete Sunday cannot be disturbed by the passing feelings 
and difficult situaƟons in which we find ourselves.  
  
This joy is the result of believing that God, who is love, is 
always near, and in response, living our lives in that belief.  
 
Joy comes from knowing that we are totally accepted and 
loved, no maƩer what we might have done with our lives.   
Our own weaknesses, our imperfecƟons, our sinfulness, 
these do not affect how much God cares for each of us.  
 
Joy comes from our faith in a God who is totally Love.  Joy 
comes from our loving others. Joy comes when we do some‐
thing, no maƩer how small, that helps to bring a moment of 
goodness to this world. Joy involves both receiving God's 
love and giving it away to others.  
 
Joy is the feeling we get when we try to act like God acts.  
Fr. Ron Rolheiser, puts it like this, “When we act like God, 
we get to feel like God.  When we do big‐hearted things, we 
get to feel big‐hearted; and when we do small‐hearted 
things, well, we get to feel small."  
 
Where do we find joy?   Joy can be found in the blessed or‐
dinariness of every day.  God asks us all to be faithful to the 
ordinary circumstances of our lives, and that is where we 
will find joy.  That is where we will find God.  That is where 
we can dare to try to act like God acts and bring that joy to 
others. 
 
In joyful graƟtude for the giŌ that is you, this parish of Most 
Holy Redeemer,  
Happy Gaudete Sunday!
